Chronic conditions such as diabetes and hypertension

What other services are provided?
e Sports physicals
e Children’s health insurance enrollment
e Health education

We are dedicated to serving the needs of the uninsured. Wherever possible, we strive
to link patients to a stable source of care. Medical conditions that are beyond our
scope of care are referred to another care setting.
